2. In terms of the signed reportable judgment the court summarized the following conclusions. 

a. The duty to supply electricity under section 43 of the 2003 Act is not absolute, and is 

subject to the such charges and compliance stipulated by the Electric Utilities as part of 

the application for supply of electricity.  

b. The duty of supply electricity under Section 43 is with respect to the owner or occupier of 

the premises. The 2003 Act contemplates a synergy between the consumer and premises. 

Under Section 43, when electricity is supplied, the owner or occupier becomes a consumer 

only with respect to those particular premises for which electricity is sought and provided 

by the Electric utility.  
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c. For an application to be considered as a ‘reconnection’, the applicant has to seek supply 

of electricity with respect to the same premises for which electricity was already provided. 

Even if the consumer is the same, but the premises are different. It will be considered as a 

fresh connection and not a reconnection;. 

d. A condition of supply enacted under section 49 of the 1948 Act requiring the new owner 

of the premises to clear the electricity arrears of the previous owner as a precondition to 

availing electricity supply will have a statutory character.  

e. The scope of the regulatory powers of the State Commission under Section 50 of the 2003 

Act is wide enough to stipulate conditions for recovery of electricity arrears of previous 

owner from new or subsequent owners;   

f. The Electricity Supply Code providing for recoupment of electricity dues of a previous 

consumer from a new owner have a reasonable nexus with the objects of the 2003 Act.  

g. The rule making power contained under Section 181 read with Section 50 of the 2003 Act 

is wide enough to enable the regulatory commission to provide for statutory charge in the 

absence of a provision in the plenary situation providing for creation of such charge.  

h. The power of initiate recovery proceedings by filing a suit against the defaulting consumer 

is independent of the power to disconnect electrical supply as a means of recovery under 

Section 56 of the 2003 Act.    
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
